This document provides a model format for the articles to be published in the journal of Prevention & Ergonomics. Please respect the most of these recommendations. The abstract section should contain about 15 lines.Introduction

1. Introduction

The text of the article can be provided in French or in English (a specific model is intended to Articles in Arabic). The total length of the article must not exceed 15 pages. The articles will be printed on page size 21 * 29.7 with margins of 1.5cm top, bottom, left and right. The title of the article (s) author (s), their (s) affiliation (s), the summary and the contents of the article are presented on a single column and cover the entire width of the page. In this file, all styles are saved so you can automatically format your article (MS Word: Format menu, Styles option and formatting). We advise you to write your article directly into the file.

2. Polices de caractères

The font used throughout the article is Verdana. For the title of the article, use the font size 15 points, displayed bold and centered on the page. Authors' names should appear in Verdana 11-point Verdana and affiliations in 9 points. The list of authors and their affiliations are centered on the page.
All body text should be written in Verdana 9 points, with single spacing and spacing of 6 points after each paragraph. Make a simple carriage return (no line breaks) between paragraphs.
3. Titles of paragraphs and subparagraphs
The section titles are in Verdana 9 points, bold display. They should be numbered.
3.1. Under subparagraph
Titles of paragraphs are Verdana 9 points, bold display and numbered as above.
4. Figures and Tables 

Figures and tables can be inserted by covering part or the whole width of the page as shown below ..

Figure 1 is an example of a figure that covers part of the width of the page with the text. Figure 2 and the box containing the legend are inserted into a drawing area. The canvas itself is an object floating on the text (go to the Format menu of the canvas; Layout tab, option box). The same procedure can be followed to insert a table by covering part or the whole width of the page as (see Table 1 below).

The legend of the figures and tables must be written in Verdana 8 points, normal display centered. All figures and all tables must be referenced in the text.
The contents of tables should appear in Verdana 8 points. The text in the cells can be centered or left aligned depending on the choice of authors.

In the text, references to scientific work will be in the form: Author, (year) in parentheses with the author's name, followed by a comma, and year of publication. For example Einstein (1905), and in case there are two authors, you should write the two authors' names followed by a comma, and year of publication as above, but And in case there are more than two authors you must write only the first name followed by the symbol - et al - and a comma, and year of publication like this: Einstein et al, (1905),. To quote a reference to the end of paragraph, proceed the same way about the authors followed by a comma, and year of publication without parentheses followed by a semi-Colon to a point separating the first and the next and so on, but all brackets like this: (Auteur. Year; Author. Author, Year, Author et al. Year).
All works cited in the text must then be referenced at the end of the article, in alphabetical order, the following form (here the Verdana font is 8 point):
Author. (Year) Title of the article. Journal name, volume, pages.
Author, Author, Author. (Year) Book Title, Publisher.
Author, Author. (Year) Title of the article.Proceedings of the Conference XYZ pages.
Author. (Year) Title of the chapter. In Book title (under the direction of Author, Author), 
pages, Publisher.
Author. (Year) Title of the thesis or dissertation. Establishment
